Cast into the Deep 
Ministry as Conviction 
Fr. Rolly Astudillo 
 

 I have always had the joy and privilege of 
seeing our children in Our Lady of Lourdes School 
grow from one level of education to the next dur-
ing my five years of ministry as priest in this par-
ish. From pre-school to kindergarten, then on to 
grade school and middle school. 
 Bringing up children is not an easy task. 
That’s why I admire so much the efforts of our 
teachers and the staff of OLL School, not just in 
enabling their students to excel academically but 
in instilling in them a sense of right and wrong 
based on the teachings of the Church on faith and 
morals from the moment they step into OLL 
School.  
 Child psychologists say that everything 
that children need to know can already be learned 
at the kindergarten level and everything else that 
comes after that is extra learning. Children have to 
be taught what to eat and drink, how to wear their 
shoes, take a bath, use a fork, spoon and a knife, 
and so on and so forth. Children do these things, 
not because they are convinced of their necessity 
but because they are motivated by their parents or 
teachers to do the right thing. 
 I remember a story often told about a 
mother and her son. One Sunday morning, mom 
was frantically waking up her son. She told him, 
“Son, wake up, wake up. It’s time to go to 
Church.” The son sleepily looked at his mom and 
said, “I don’t want to go to Church.” And so mom 
asked, “Why don’t you want to go to Church?” 
The son replied, “I have two reasons: First, the 
people don’t like me, and second, I don’t like the 
people inside the Church.” The mother retorted, 
“Well, I will give you two reasons why you should 
go to Church. First, you are 40 years old, and sec-
ond, you are the pastor of the Church.” 
 It takes time for people to integrate values 
into what they are doing. But when they are able 
to do so, they do things with inner conviction. 
That is what the Lord asks us to have – an inner 
conviction for the things that we do. It is not 
enough to obey because it is imposed on us or be-
cause it is a job to be done. We must do so be-
cause of an inner conviction that tells us, “it is 
good for me, for God and His Church which is 
God’s own people.” This is Ministry!

Continued 
 We then look into our hearts and ask at 
what stage of moral development we are in. Do I 
still do things because someone is watching? Do I 
still need someone to evaluate me? Do I still need 
someone to pay me? Do I still need someone to 
punish me for the things that I do not do? If that is 
the case, you may be 40 years old and you may be 
the pastor but you will still be acting like a child 
without conviction and not the kind of child that 
the Lord is asking you to be. 
 Doing ministry is doing things from an in-
ner conviction. It is when we do things and avoid 
things, not because it is imposed on us, but because 
of the heart that tells us it should or should not be 
done.

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15th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
First Reading:  Isaiah 55:10-11 
Second Reading:  Romans  8:18-23 
Gospel:  Matthew 13:1-9 
 
 There was a time when the people of Israel 
were exiled into Babylon for years and were won-
dering if they would ever return to their homeland. 
Then one day, God sent them a prophet to pro-
claim to the people that their liberation is at hand. 
The word of God, he says, is like the rain and the 
snow: they come down from the heavens and do 
not return without producing the effects they were 
sent to produce. “Just as from the heavens the rain 
and the snow come down and do not return there 
till they have watered the earth . . . , my word shall 
not return to me void, but shall do my will, 
achieving the end for which I sent it.” (1st read-
ing). This means that in spite of all the difficulties 
and obstacles, the word of God will bring about 
what it promises, and this is without fail. 
 Jesus presents to us in the gospel reading 
today some answers to the difficulties we go 
through each day in the parable of the farmer and 
the seed. In the time of Jesus, the farmer did not 
start by hoeing or plowing, or weeding. Instead, he 
first sowed seeds then hoed or plowed the ground.  
We can thus understand how the seed could fall 
among the stones, or among the weeds or thorns, 
or on the small paths formed in the field. The 
stones, the good soil among the weeds and the 
paths became the seedbed which refers to the peo-
ple who receive God’s Word – the seeds. After the 
sowing, the farmer passed with his hoe or his 
plow. 
 Jesus was telling this story at a time when, 
after working miracles, preaching good things, 
doing wonderful works for the people of Israel, he 
was thrown out of his town of Nazareth, he was 
treated as mad and a drunkard as they accused him 
of mingling with sinners and outcasts. The Phari-
sees just wanted to get rid of him. In other words, 
the whole of his preaching seemed to have fallen 
on deaf ears. The conditions were totally unfavor-
able and his words seem destined to die out. But in 
this parable, Jesus says that in spite of all contra-
dictions and obstacles, his word will yield abun-
dant fruit because it holds in itself the irresistible 
force of life. In other words, there will be people 
who will reject his word outright, others will re-
ceive it and will reject it later; still others will re-
ceive it, treasure it and put it into practice. The 
problem therefore, is not in receiving God’s word. 
The problem is in treasuring it and putting it into 
practice.   Continued…….

 The time of sowing God’s word is always 
a difficult time.  Our times make it more difficult. 
St. Paul, in the second reading, (the letter to the 
Romans) spoke of these times when he said that it 
is a time of groaning and crying in pain, but it is 
not the groaning and crying of death, rather, it is 
the beginning of new life. 
 Receiving God’s word is not difficult. 
However, it is not enough just to receive God’s 
Word; it is not enough only to hear and under-
stand His Word. Instead, we are called to take it 
to heart and do our part to make it real and alive.
